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It has been made very clear that the is a considerable need fro training node managers and that working in this area may increase the overall efficiency of GBIF.

 

It has also been made clear that despite the --in many cases-- considerable differences among nodes and node managers in terms of expertise, resources available, and particular situation and priorities, there are still enough common ground to put in place a coherent and useful training program in this area.

 

The training needs for node managers are not suitable covered by just one single type of training. The one delivered at Dar es Salaam has been very generic. Topics identified at this event as subjects for specialized training where: IT infrastruture (architecture, procedures); proposal preparation, IPR..

 

Recommendations

Regional training of node managers belonging to the same region may be the most efficient approach, as this provides a platform for further communication and collaboration among the participants. 

 

Groups about 5 node managers seems a good compromise between providing high quality training and justifying the training efforts in terms of efficiency.
